Placed in judicial recovery in early February, Air Antilles is fighting for its sur-
vival before the mixed commercial court of Pointe-a-Pitre. Only one recovery
offer is currently being examined, presented by Guadeloupean entrepreneur

Tinted windows : the law,
yes, but for whom?

The tinting of car windows is everywhere on the island: a normalized habit, an
infraction that has become invisible. The regulations exist, they are clear, and
the penalties are too. So why do we feel that they are not really enforced?

n its opening judgment of the

proceedings, the mixed commercial

court of Pointe-a-Pitre set the ces-

sation of payments for December 9,
2025, the date on which the planes were groun-
ded by decision of the General Directorate of
Civil Aviation (DGAC). The court found that the
company was «unable to meet its liabilities with
its available assets» and was facing a «particu-
larly degraded» cash flow. Despite this finding, a
six-month observation period was granted, with
the judges considering that a recovery perspec-
tive remained possible.

ONLY ONE OFFER
FOR TAKEOVER STILL
IN THE RUNNING

Several takeover offers have been submitted to
the judicial administrator. The identity of the in-
vestors has not been disclosed, but their projects
seem to have failed to convince or only involved
a partial buyout of the fleet. Therefore, only one
proposal remains under consideration, that of
Pierre Sainte-Luce, known in Saint-Martin
through the Wataki clinic, inaugurated on Ja-
nuary 29. The Guadeloupean businessman is
indeed better known in the health sector than

Pierre Sainte-Luce. The court will render its decision on March 5.

in the aeronautics field, although he is a pilot.
His proposal, reviewed during the hearing on
February 19 by the mixed commercial court of
Pointe-a-Pitre, was deemed serious but is not
yet fully developed. According to our colleagues
at Guadeloupe La 1re, the businessman would
propose, with the support of a group of inves-
tors, to inject €10 million into the company, of
which €4 million would be immediate.

THREE WEEKS TO CONVINCE

Considering that the project still needed to be
consolidated, the court granted an additional
deadline, and the examination of the case was
postponed to March 5. Pierre Sainte-Luce
must provide additional guarantees by then,
particularly in terms of financing, fleet, and so-
cial organization. The judges also expect clari-
fications on the project’s capacity to take back
all or part of the 117 employees.

If the project is not deemed sufficiently solid by
the judges on March 5, the liquidation of the
company will be pronounced. In the event that
the takeover project is deemed acceptable, all
procedures with the DGAC will still need to be
completed, as the company currently has no
operating license or air carrier certificate.

t the edge of certain vehicles, a total

mystery. Outside, an infraction that no

are becoming increasingly common,
and not just in the back. Some cars display le-
vels of opacity such that it is impossible to tell if
there is even a driver on board. A situation that
raises questions, both in terms of road safety
and respect for the law.

WHAT THE LAW SAYS

French requlations are, however, unambiguous.
All windows located in the direct line of sight
of the driver, including the windshield and front

side windows, must allow a minimum of 70%
of visible light to pass through, which means
a maximum opacity rate of 30%. Any excee-
dance of this threshold exposes the driver to
a fine of €135 and a loss of 3 points on their
driving license, if it was not issued by the Col-
lectivity of Saint-Martin. During the technical
inspection, a non-compliant vehicle is simply
refused, with a mandatory re-inspection. Note:
the rear windows are not subject to any specific
restrictions, provided that the vehicle is equip-
ped with functional exterior mirrors.

TWO ROOMS
TWO ATMOSPHERES

The Dutch part of the island has addressed the
issue in its own way. The police regularly conduct
targeted operations: removal of non-compliant
films, immobilization of vehicles in violation,
arrests. The checks are visible, acknowledged,
and intended to be deterrent. Is the same rigor
applied in the French part of the island? Are
checks taking place? Are operations planned?
When asked about the subject, local authorities
did not respond to our requests. In the absence
of a response, the question remains open, and
the windows, quite opaque.

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Celebrating whales means protecting them

International Whale Day, celebrated every year on February 19, is dedicated to the protection and defense of whales. And the subject is far from abstract:
these giants of the seas are currently very much present in our waters. Their preservation has become a priority.

as the main focus of the Whale Festival organized

last Sunday at Orient Bay by the EDEN-I asso-

ciation and WindAdventure, with the participa-

tion of My School My Whale and the AGRNSM
(Nature Reserve). The most enthusiastic about this festival were
the children, which bodes well for the future of the planet. They
were thrilled to participate in activities and events centered
around cetaceans and marine biodiversity. Themed face painting,
drawing contests, and especially virtual reality headsets allowed
them to immerse themselves in the marine world for an after-
noon. The adults, on the other hand, were able to engage with the
various partners present, all committed to the protection of the
marine environment. The day concluded with a conference at the
Chapel Theater, addressing cetaceans as well as the regulations
in force in the AGOA sanctuary and the Nature Reserve. Regu-
lations that some tend to overlook to profit from the presence of

these species in our waters. Because while whales are symbols of
biodiversity, they have also become true economic players.

OBSERVE YES, BUT FROM A DISTANCE

In the Caribbean, whale watching generates between $50 and
$60 million each year and attracts over 350,000 visitors. The
“Whale Watching” has become lucrative, particularly in the
Dominican Republic and Dominica, where the activity now re-
presents nearly $18 million in annual revenue. The French Ca-
ribbean is not lagging behind, and the activity is developing in a
more or less regulated manner. However, regulations to ensure
the sustainability of the activity and especially to limit the stress
inflicted on cetaceans do exist. It is notably prohibited to ap-
proach within 300 meters of the animals—whether by boat, jet
ski, drone, kayak, or any other means of navigation—and if the
animals approach voluntarily, speed must be reduced.

In Saint Martin, only one operator is currently authorized as a

“Whale Watcher,” Emmanuel Demanez (Wind Adventure).
On the Dutch side, there are no operators. However, the Nature
Foundation warns about the dangers associated with inappro-
priate intrusions and asks witnesses to protect the tranquility of
these animals by not sharing their locations, to avoid masses of
boats and jet skis rushing in. It should be noted that all species
of whales and dolphins are protected under the SPAW Protocol
(Specially Protected Areas and Wildlife) and the nature conser-
vation decree.

BIOWHALE: UNDERSTANDING
TO BETTER PROTECT

It is in this spirit of preservation and study of species that the
Eden-1 association was created, named after a species of whale
(the Bryde’s whale, Balaenoptera edeni). It is developing the
BioWhale project, which aims to fund the preservation and
knowLEDge of humpback whales and other marine mammals
around Saint Martin and Saint Barthélemy. The project includes
organizing scientific missions at sea (photo identification), edu-
cational outings for children, public events, and the development
of participatory sciences to better raise awareness of these spe-
cies and mobilize the territory around their preservation.

It is possible to support the BioWhale project by making a do-
nation (association.edeni@gmail.com). The association needs
about €9,000 to fund its scientific missions at sea, improve
knowledge about marine mammals, introduce marine biodiver-
sity to children, and, more broadly, contribute to the preservation
of the oceans—in a context of booming boating. The goal is to
fund three seasons of scientific studies. A.B
