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The Louis-Constant Fleming Hospital is once again
without management

Appointed on November 20th as the head of the Louis-Constant Fleming hospital center, Sébastien Galleyn may only remain in office for a few months. The dis-
ciplinary board of the National Center for the Management of Public Hospital Service has issued a revocation notice against him, the heaviest penalty provided

for a state official.

he affair originated from a comment
posted on a social network and brought
to light by environmental activist Cory
Le Guen.The text, signed «Sébastien Gal-
leyn, director of the Louis-Constant Fleming
hospital center,» was a response to another in-
ternet user. It read:
«It is not immigration that poses a problem. In
France, there is a diversity of immigrants, many
of whom do not cause issues: Europeans, North
or South Americans, English, Asians, and so on.
The immigration that poses a problem is that
which comes from Africa, North Africa, and ge-

nerally from Muslim countries.» These remarks
were deemed unacceptable by all institutions;
the President of the Collectivity had indicated
during the territorial council in December that
he wished for the director’s departure. Since
then, the situation seemed to have calmed down,
but justice has taken its course.

A NOTICE OF DISMISSAL WITH
SERIOUS CONSEQUENCES

The Regional Health Agency (ARS) had re-
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ported to the public prosecutor under Article 40
of the Code of Criminal Procedure, a provision
that requires any public authority to inform the
judiciary when it believes that facts may consti-
tute an offense. It also forwarded all elements
to the National Management Center for Hos-
pital Practitioners and Hospital Public Service
Management Personnel (CNG). The director of
the CNG then deemed that these remarks indi-
cated a failure to uphold the duty of discretion
as well as the obligations of dignity, impartiality,
and integrity required of a state official. A disci-
plinary procedure was therefore opened imme-
diately, and the institution summoned Sébastien
Galleyn before the disciplinary council. Its 14
members, gathered on February 17, issued a
notice of dismissal. The decision was not unani-
mous but was in the majority.

If the CNG follows this notice — which is logi-
cally likely — it will result in Sébastien Galleyn
losing his status as a state official and, conse-
quently, losing his income.

The director, initially on leave, has since been
on sick leave until March 18. However, no em-
ployer, whether public or private, can terminate
an employee during sick leave. This can also be
renewed... and one recalls the previous case

with the former director.

NEW INTERIM PERIOD

In the meantime, the hospital center finds itself
without real leadership. The interim will be ma-
naged by the current financial director, who has
never run a hospital until now. This is a solution
that is also temporary, as he is set to retire in
early May.

A situation that will once again put the hospi-
tal in difficulty. This lack of leadership comes at
a time when many files remain unaddressed...
from the simplest, such as the lack of parking
for staff, cockroaches in the kitchen, to the more
complex, including training plans, career advan-
cements, or hiring staff; without leadership,
there are no advancements.

The nursing staff, engaged by vocation, are be-
coming fatigued. Overtime is accumulating for
some, and they see no possible advancement.

On the ARS side, there are also few decisions, as
Laurent Legendart left his position in mid-Ja-
nuary to join the cabinet of the Minister of
Overseas Territories. His successor, Philippe
Luccioni-Michaux, will not take over the di-
rection of ARS Guadeloupe, Saint-Barthélemy,
and Saint-Martin until March 9.

A patient from the Louis Constant Fleming hospital appeared on February 26 before the Marigot court for

violence committed against a healthcare professiona

which occurred on November 30, 2024, resulted in the victim taking nearly a year off work.

n November 30,2024, A.M., administrative agent at
the emergency reception of Marigot hospital, assists
0.L. with the procedures related to her discharge
after two days of hospitalization in intensive care.
When she asks the patient to go outside to finalize the forma-
lities, the situation escalates. O.L. loses her temper, throws her
social cards at the agent, and then leaves the premises only to
return. She then enters A.M.’s office and punches her several
times in the face. The surveillance footage from the facility, sub-
mitted to the case file, supports the facts. It took the intervention
of five healthcare staff members to subdue her. The medical cer-
tificate states a fracture of the nasal bones, multiple bruises, and
a state of psychological stress, with six days of temporary work
incapacity and fifteen days of work stoppage for the victim. Trau-
matized, she will ultimately be off work until November 2025.

BETWEEN MEDICAL VULNERABILITY
AND CRIMINAL RESPONSIBILITY

0.L. suffers from severe epilepsy associated with dissociative
seizures, mood disorders, and documented emotional instability.
Recognized as disabled due to her medical condition, she is re-
gularly followed by healthcare professionals. She has since un-
dergone a lobectomy in May 2025, a procedure that stabilized
her condition. At the hearing, the defendant states: I remember

| during her discharge from hospitalization. The events,

medical documents to the case file and argued for a diminished
capacity at the time of the incident, emphasizing that she had
just come out of an opioid infusion only two hours before the
incident and describing isolated behavior linked to a vulnerable
and fragile profile. In court, a second video filmed by a witness
was provided bY the victim, confirming the violent remarks made
by 0.L. before the assault. However, the psychiatric evaluation
conducted during the investigation concludes that there was no
alteration or abolition of discernment at the time of the incident
and identifies a risk of recidivism.

APOLOGIES PRESENTED IN COURT

The prosecution requested a six-month suspended prison sen-
tence and a fine of 500 euros, reminding that violence against
hospital staff is on the rise. The civil party insisted on the lasting
harm suffered by A.M., who took nearly a year to resume her
duties. 0.L., with a clean criminal record, had apologized the day
after the incident to the hospital staff and reiterated her apo-
logies at the hearing before the victim: I acknowledge that I
have always been well cared for in this hospital. I am ashamed
of my actions, even though I do not remember them.” The court
imposed a sentence lower than the prosecution’s request, senten-
cing 0.L. to four months of suspended imprisonment and a 500
euro fine. In accordance with the civil party’s request, the case is
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clenching my fist, but that’s all.” Her defense submitted eleven  adjourned to June 2 to rule on civil interests. S.M
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LODEOM : a ministerial mission

From Sint Maarten to the Super Bowl

Born in Jamaica and raised in Sint Maarten, Jay Mills, dancer and choreographer, has stepped onto one
of the biggest stages in the world: the Super Bowl. Between emotion, discipline, and pride, he shares his

journey with us.

What inspired you to dance?

Originally from Jamaica, I grew up in Sint Maarten in a very crea-
tive household — my mother was an artist, and my sister is a
singer. Music and art were part of my daily life. Naturally, I turned
to movement, to dance. The movie You Got Served really triggered
everything in me. I started freestyling at a very young age, then I
joined my first dance group in high school, Eccentric. Today, I am
a professional dancer and choreographer.

Let’s go back to the moment that changed everything: the
Super Bowl. How did you learn ahout the audition?

It’s quite an incredible story. I had just gotten married in Sint
Maarten on December 5. I was still on the island celebrating
when my agent contacted me about the audition. I couldn’t make
it to the first session, but I was invited to the callback. And there,
backstage, before going on stage, the energy was something in-
describable. There was a collective awareness of the moment’s
importance, a shared excitement.

What impacted you the most ahout this experience?

The rehearsals in Santa Clara were the most powerful moment.
All the dancers were staying in the same hotel, which created a
real camaraderie, almost naturally. We developed a chemistry
that then translated smoothly on stage. We refined every section,
every detail in a separate place, before finally accessing the field
just days before the show. It was also there that we rehearsed
intensively with Bad Bunny. I didn’t get a chance to personally in-
teract with him, but from day one, he had to practice the fall from
the roof — and he executed it perfectly, without the slightest hesi-
tation. He exuded something very serene. It was a real pleasure to
work alongside him. And when I think back on it all — growing up
on such a small island and finding myself on a stage of such ma-
gnitude — it was almost unreal. The Super Bowl made me realize
that the impossible is achievable, and that’s the message I wanted
to send to everyone back home: if I could make it, they can too.

What was Sint Maarten’s reaction? And what did this expe-
rience hring you?

It was overwhelming. A flood of love and recognition. My family,
my friends — everyone expressed immense pride. That feeling of
being seen, of being able to represent them in front of millions
of people, is what touched me the most deeply. This experience
also confirmed something essential for me: art has real, concrete
power, the power to carry a message far beyond words. Today, 1
continue to develop my own choreography and plan to travel to
teach — sharing my passion and expertise with dancers around
the world. And to all those who dream of following this path, I
would say : never give up on what you love. With hard work, dis-
cipling, and consistency, you can go very far. S.M

For its 5th edition, the Ariana association and its Mix'Art project are transforming the schools of Saint-Mar-
tin into urban art galleries. Behind the spray paint cans lies a deep ambition: to make street art a tool of

citizenship for young people.

ounded for over 15 years, the Ariana association works

towards the sociocultural integration of young people

through urban art, in overseas departments and beyond. In

Saint Martin, it is already at its 5th edition of Mix’Art,
and this year again, many schools are participating: among them,
Emile Choisy, Hervé Williams, and Aline Hanson schools, as well
as Mont des Accords and Roche Gravée colleges — totaling
about 22 groups of students, from elementary to middle school.
The principle remains the same: a full day for each group to dis-
cuss living together, then to learn street art techniques: lettering,
stenciling, spray painting... In the end, nearly 40 canvases created
by the students themselves are displayed directly in the hallways
of the participating institutions.

ART AS AFIELD OF EXPRESSION

MIX’ART DOES NOT just introduce young people to urban art.
Each workshop begins with a collective discussion on citizenship,
grounding the approach in a deeper reflection. Art then becomes
a shared language, accessible to all, to express what words alone
sometimes cannot convey. It is also an opportunity for many stu-
dents to discover street art beyond just a simple tag on a wall
— to understand its codes, history, and expressive potential. To
guide them, the Ariana association relies on local artists like Espa
and Tibo, who bring local urban culture to life on a daily basis.
Espa, who has been supporting Mix’Art for five years, describes
each workshop as an improvisation match: learning techniques
in the morning, producing two finished works in the afternoon.
The results, he says, are often astonishing — and some students,
encountered years later, still show him the drawings they never
stopped making.
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A PROJECT, PARTNERS, A TERRITORY

Behind the project, a network of solidly mobilized partners:

the Rectorate, the Collectivity, the CAF, and the Educational City,
alongside fully invested local associations — Nature is the Key,
Art for Sciences, and the Compagnons du devoir.

Because Mix’Art goes far beyond a simple technical introduc-
tion. With Nature is the Key, for example, the young people were
to create a participatory mural, appropriating the values of the
association to translate them into images. Reading, understan-
ding, visually transcribing: a real interpretive work. This network
between institutions and field actors is undoubtedly one of the
keys to the project. Fifteen years after its creation, the associa-
tion thus confirms that street art can be, everywhere, a civic mat-
ter.
