WHY THIS AUDIT?

The LODEOM system costs approximately 1.5 hillion euros, of
which 0.7 billion euros corresponds to its additional cost com-
pared to standard contribution reductions. For the past two
years, attempts at reform within the framework of social security
financing bills have sparked significant reactions from overseas
senators, deeming this «sawing» logic uncoordinated and poten-
tially jeopardizing the economic stability of certain territories.
The available evaluation work, often partial, is also contradic-
tory. Under these conditions, the MECSS wished to undertake a
thorough examination of this system and make it less complex.

diagnosis to better understand the value of the system in each
territory, taking into account its specificities. The mission will
therefore strive to present the main conceivable scenarios, indi-
cating their advantages and disadvantages, in a «toolbox» logic.
All overseas territories are subject to this audit via videoconfe-
rence, except for Saint-Martin, which is the subject of in-person
meetings. An important trip, because as Elisabeth Doineau points
out, in mainland France, far removed from the realities on the
ground, senators tend to treat everyone the same, whereas it is
unthinkable to address all territories in the same manner.

WHAT ARE THE STAKES
FOR SAINT-MARTIN?

The concerned economic stakeholders received a very targeted
questionnaire in advance to prepare for the questions posed by
the mission. On-site, the three senators met with the services of
the Collectivity and the President, the services of the Prefec-
ture and the Prefect, the president of MEDEF - FIPCOM of
Saint-Martin, members of CCISM, as well as collection agen-
cies and trade union organizations or business federations. These
meetings were all the more important as the territory still lacks
statistical data and, to date, it is impossible to estimate the im-
pact of a reduction, even by a few percent, on businesses. In the
perspective of establishing a differentiated logic based on the is-
sues and structural difficulties faced by the concerned territories,
this allowed them to gather, at the source, information on the
economic development of the island.

In Saint-Martin, the double insularity, a legacy still very visible
from the 2017 crisis, an economy that relies on small and me-
dium-sized enterprises, the direct competition from the Dutch
side or indirect competition from Caribbean islands where la-
bor costs are much lower, make the LODEOM essential, without
which businesses would no longer be competitive. The risk in case
of elimination, Annick Pétrus reminds us, is that there would be
a flight of businesses to the south of the island. The LODEOM is
not ancillary; it is necessary because the needs it addressed at its
inception are still relevant today.

The report and its conclusions will be presented at the end of
May to the MECSS, then to the Senate’s social affairs com-
mittee, a report that is as close to reality as possible and can
significantly influence the final decision to be made by the go-
vernment and on which the mission announced by the Minister of
Overseas should rely. All of this takes time, but it is the economic
future of the island that is at stake in the long term. Because, for
the coming year, let us wager that no candidate in the presidential
election will dare to touch the LODEOM. AB

This year, International Zero Waste Day emphasizes the need to
act in the fashion and textile sector, whose production doubled
between 2000 and 2015. A staggering 92 million tons of textile
waste are generated globally each year! This is equivalent to a
garbage truck full of incinerated or landfilled clothing every se-
cond and 8% of global greenhouse gas emissions, not to mention
the astronomical amounts of water (215 trillion liters) used for
manufacturing. Doubling the number of times a garment is worn
could reduce greenhouse gas emissions by 44%.

The increase is justified by the growing im-
pact of geopolitical tensions on air operations,
namely «increased flight diversions, fuel price
volatility, and rising aviation-related costs that
significantly affect the cost of maintaining the
network and the reliability of schedules.»
Specifically for businesses in Saint Mar-
tin, it will cost them €0.10 per kilo on goods
transported on passenger flights and €0.45
per kilo on those arriving by cargo plane.
The group specifies that this surcharge remains
temporary and directly linked to the current si-
tuation.

It will be subject to regular monitoring and may
be adjusted based on the evolution of the context.
The management of Air France-KLM concludes

its letter with sincere thanks, wishes for the un-
derstanding of its customers, and hopes to main-
tain their trust... but in a territory entirely de-
pendent on imports, do we really have a choice?

Haiti: 800 Chadian soldiers deployed
to fight against gangs

According to a report published on March 24 by the United Nations High
Commissioner for Human Rights, at least 5,519 people have been killed and
2,608 injured between March 1, 2025, and January 15, 2026, in Haiti. The ca-
pital, Port-au-Prince, and a large part of the country remain under the control
of gangs, whose influence has increased since the assassination of President

Jovenel Moise in July 2021.

he majority of the victims are linked to
operations conducted against gangs by
security forces, as well as self-defense
groups and private military companies,
some using drones and aerial strikes. The UN
mentions violence that could be classified as
“targeted killings.”
To support the fight against gangs, Chad
will deploy approximately 800 soldiers, pre-
viously trained in urban combat. A first
contingent of 50 engineering soldiers (elec-
tricians, plumbers, carpenters) will depart in
the coming days to prepare for the establish-
ment of a base. By the end of April, an addi-
tional 350 soldiers will be sent, with the rest

of the contingent expected to arrive in June.
This intervention is part of the Gang Suppres-
sion Force (GSF), a multinational mission au-
thorized by the United Nations Security Council
in late 2025. The GSF is to carry out direct
offensive actions against armed groups that
control almost all of Port-au-Prince. The dura-
tion of the mission is set for one year, while the
exact presence of Chad will depend on the de-
ployment schedule and operational needs.

This contingent will gradually replace the 1,000
Kenyan soldiers deployed in 2024. During their
presence, the gangs have not yielded any ground.
The uniforms change, but the uncertainty about
the country’s fate persists.
