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The 97150 : thousand numbers and a few detours

Our edition this Tuesday, April 14, marks a symbolic milestone: 1000 issues!
A round number... that inspired us to turn back time, to hit pause, to take stock of the journey we've made over the past decade. Because while the loyal
readers from the beginning have followed the evolution of the newspaper, today's readers do not always know its beginnings...

t the beginning, Le 97150 was not quite a newspa-

per. A nod to publications from the Hexagon that

used the departmental number to publish their clas-

sifieds, the first issue, published on September 17,
2015, resembled more of a practical support: 100% clas-
sifieds. People looked for jobs, housing, cars... in short, it
mainly provided what was needed to get by on a daily basis.
Then, almost quietly, the newspaper began to change its face. On
November 5, 2015, four central pages of editorial content ap-
peared, two in English and two in French, every Thursday. Local
news timidly slipped in between two ads. We tested, we adjusted,
we took the temperature.

A year later, the shift was more pronounced. On November 8,
2016, the classifieds disappeared, and Le 97150 officially be-
came a local news newspaper. The news took precedence, topics
diversified, and the tone became more assertive. And as often
happens in Saint-Martin, things don’t stay static for long, and
soon after, the newspaper switched to two publications per week,
on Tuesday and Friday.

The pace quickened, as did the news... and the green boxes ap-
peared everywhere on the island. People used them, informed
themselves, and it remained free!

December 2017 marked a small revolution in the pages
of the newspaper: the arrival of Mimi — or more preci-
sely, her famous “tour” An appointment that, very quickly,
found its audience... and transformed the mornings af-

ter a night out into an essential daytime reading moment!
The latest evolution: opening up to an even broader audience, with
the launch of the 100% English edition on March 3,2026.A quite
natural way to align with the reality of a bilingual territory, and to
speak to all those who live there, pass through, or identify with it.
In the meantime, the newspaper has found its place. Neither en-
tirely institutional nor completely offbeat, Le 97150 navigates
in its own way, between local information, in-depth topics, daily
news, and little nods to island life.

A thousand issues later, Le 97150 has mainly accumulated...
stories. Some important, others lighter, but all rooted in the
daily life of the island.
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For these thousand publications tell much more than the sto-
ry of a newspaper. They also tell the story of its readers.
Those from the very beginning, as well as those encoun-
tered along the way. Those who open an issue out of ha-
bit, curiosity, or simply because it was there, within reach.
Without you, Le 97150 would have remained just an issue.
It is you who made it an appointment, a reflex, sometimes
even a small piece of daily life. So for these thousand publi-
cations — and for all those to come: thank you.
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In the end, perhaps that's what Le 97150 is: a newspaper
that informs, of course, but which often ends up being part
of the scenery. And seeing what it becomes once read, it
seems that the story is still far from over...

The 97150 does not just inform. Diverted, recycled, reinvented, the newspaper finds its way where you least expect it — between creati-
vity, humor, and an unexpected second life. This shows that with The 97150, the story never really stops: it continues to live, at the pace

of those who create and transform it.
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When information rises to new heights.

professionals will serve for two years.

athered in the chamber of the Hétel de la Collectivi-
té, the new members of the Territorial Youth Council
proceeded to elect their president. The candidates
were Rodny Arrondell-Mogin, Jahid Hamlet, and
Ethan Kouame Agoua. Composed of 23 members and 5 al-
ternates, the Council also includes four vice-presidents. After
speeches by the various candidates and a secret ballot, Jahid
Hamlet, a student at Robert Weinum High School, came out on
top with 17 votes. The vice-presidents for this eighth term are
Mirline Dambreville, Dienicha Charles, Denzel Cocks, and Will
Williams. Over the next two years, the members of the CTJ will
learn how the territorial institution operates and will be able to

pursue projects that are important to them. A task that the new
president, at just 16 years old, does not take lightly: I fully ap-
preciate the responsibility entrusted to me (...) Now one thing
matters: taking action. Turning our ideas into projects, our com-
mitment into results. (...) Together, we will make the CTJ a force
that truly matters.”

The Territorial Youth Council aims to encourage civic engage-
ment among younger generations and involve them in local social
and political life. During their term, the elected members will be
committed to participating in official events, charitable initia-
tives, and sports, cultural, and environmental projects. A “‘true
school of life,” as Maylie Auger Azur, vice president during the
previous term, describes it. Present at the inauguration of the
new Council, she encouraged her successors, saying, “Carry out
your commitment with pride and set an example.” This should
serve as motivation for the 2026-2028 CTJ, which will serve for
two years in the service of Saint Martin’s youth. L.G

The Caribbean Academy brought together, from March 23 to 30 in Fort-de-France, executives and experts
from across the Caribbean region for its first seminar dedicated to the management of humanitarian crises

(Humanitarian Assistance and Disaster Relief - HADR).

rganized by the Armed Forces in the Caribbean
(FAA), in partnership with the Caribbean Disaster
Emergency Management Agency (CDEMA), the
Regional Security System (RSS), the International
Federation of Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies (IFRC), the
European Union, the World Food Programme (WFP), and the
Regional Intervention Platform of the Americas-Caribbean (PI-
RAC), this event aimed to strengthen regional cooperation in the
face of crises.

An IMMERSION INTO
THE HEART OF FRENCH OPERATIONAL
CAPABILITIES

35 trainees attended a series of lectures on the geopolitical is-
sues of the Caribbean, climate and humanitarian risks, as well
as crisis response mechanisms at the regional and international
levels.

These theoretical contributions were complemented by a situa-
tional exercise, during which participants collaborated on rea-
listic scenarios. The week was also marked by several field vi-
sits within the FAA, providing participants with a concrete view
of the resources deployed in the region. The trainees were able
to discover the overseas support and assistance vessel Dumont

d’Urville of the French Navy, visit the 33rd Marine Infantry
Regiment (RIMa), the Adapted Military Service Regiment
(RSMA), as well as the Jacques Stosskopf replenishment vessel
of Forces (BRF). These immersions allowed for a better unders-
tanding of the coordination between military and civilian actors
in crisis management.

At the end of this training, participants leave with enhanced ope-
rational skills and will benefit from a better mutual understan-
ding, essential for addressing the challenges facing the Caribbean
region.

The Caribbean Academy aims to become a center of expertise
and regional training. It will offer two seminars per year: one on
the theme of HADR and the other dedicated to maritime issues.
These meetings will thus help to structure a Caribbean network
of competencies around a common goal: to strengthen resilience
and solidarity within the Caribbean area.

A «Hub Lounge» at Juliana for SMART 2026

Princess Juliana International Airport (PJIA) will participate in the
«SMART 2026» trade show from June 22 to 26, with a new space called
«Hub Lounge,» aimed at showcasing its strategies and strengthening its
ties with airlines and tourism partners.

Organized by the St. Maarten Hospitality & Trade Association and its
partners, SMART is a key event for Caribbean tourism, bringing together
many professionals and economic sectors. Among the new features
of the 2026 edition: a space for small hotels, the return of the «Green
Room» dedicated to NGOs, and more exhibition space. Already, 79% of
the booths are reserved, confirming the growing success of the event.

From 6 to 7 and a half years in prison for
the perpetrators of the Splash Jewelers robbery

The Sint Maarten Court of First Instance has sentenced four men
in the case of the armed robbery committed on July 9, 2025, at a
jewelry store in the Simpson Bay Resort.

According to the surveillance footage presented in court, the suspects
acted in a coordinated manner and used a ram vehicle to enter the lob-
by of the complex, causing significant damage. Three men exited the
vehicle while the last one, armed, stood guard, threatening a security
officer by placing the weapon against his back. Inside the store, display
cases were smashed with a sledgehammer, and jewelry was stolen. Du-
ring the robbery, one of the criminals struck the store manager with the
sledgehammer, causing him a broken arm and a wound to his forehead.
A call for witnesses and the dissemination of the surveillance footage
by the prosecutor’s office and the Sint Maarten police (KPSM) led to the
identification and arrest of the suspects. DNA traces belonging to them
were also found on several items related to the robbery. The prosecutor
had requested prison sentences, emphasizing the extreme seriousness
of the acts, the use of a firearm, a coordinated execution, and serious
violence inflicted on the victim, all committed in a tourist complex open
to the public.

One of the perpetrators, having a criminal record for similar offenses and
on probation at the time of the robbery, was sentenced to 7 and a half
years in prison. The one who used the sledgehammer received 6 and a
half years in prison. The other two were sentenced to 6 years in prison for
their involvement in the events. AB

Since November 18, 2025, the Vitale card applica-
tion has been available on smartphones for all in-
dividuals affiliated with a health insurance plan. An
alternative to the physical card, free and available
on Android and iOS.

ecovering medications at the pharmacy or consulting a
doctor without having to take out your wallet is now pos-
sible with certain healthcare professionals. To do this, the
patient must have their smartphone and present their di-
gital health card. The healthcare professional then scans a QR
code displayed in the patient’s health card application or uses a
compatible NFC reader. The health card application contains the
necessary information for reimbursement of healthcare costs. The
equipping of healthcare professionals is being done gradually. It is
still advisable to always keep your physical health card with you.

OBTAINING THE HEALTH CARD
APPLICATION

To activate your digital health card, you have two methods. If you
have a new identity card in the bank card format: create your
digital identity with the France Identité application, download the
health card application, and finally activate it via France Identi-
té. If you do not have an identity card in the bank card format:
prepare your social security number and your identification do-
cument, download the health card application, and activate your
digital health card with a video of your identification document
and your face. L.G

Hospital: green light
for the reception
of a trainee surgeon

The Executive Council of the Collectivity of Saint
Martin gave a favorable opinion on April 2nd to a
request for a work permit for a foreign practitioner
at the Louis Constant Fleming hospital center.

his decision concerns Dr. Gbegnon Lionel Enock Dodji, a
Beninese national, welcomed as a «functioning intern» in
the general surgery department, within the «Anesthesia
- Surgery / Mother-Child» pole. This status designates a
physician performing duties similar to those of an intern (patient
follow-up, participation in care and on-call duties), without being
enrolled in the traditional internship program in France. His inte-
gration is part of a training agreement related to the diploma of
specialized medical training (DFMS), in accordance with the de-
cree of October 25,2002, governing the international cooperation
actions of health establishments.
In light of a lack of applications from French doctors, the interim
management of the hospital has requested this arrangement to
address the shortage of surgical staff.
The arrival of this intern practitioner is thus expected to help sup-
port the department’s activity and improve the healthcare offe-
rings in the area. The work authorization is granted for a duration
of twelve months. AB

Detecting bacterial angina or cystitis at the

pharmacy is possible

Symptoms of angina or urinary infection? There are now rapid diagnostic orientation tests (TROD) available

at pharmacies.

aboratory tests have gradually made their way into pharma-

cies. Their goal? To allow the detection of certain common

conditions directly in the pharmacy. While everyone is fami-

liar with tests for detecting Covid-19 today, it is now possible
to screen for bacterial tonsillitis or a urinary tract infection wi-
thout consulting a doctor. After a few diagnostic questions, the
pharmacist performs a test. Then, to detect tonsillitis, they take a
swab from the back of the throat with a sterile swab. For a urina-
ry tract infection, the patient collects a urine sample in a sterile
container. In just a few minutes, the pharmacist obtains a result.
In Saint-Martin, nearly half of the pharmacies offer this service.
Whether the patient presents a prescription from their doctor or
not, the pharmacist can provide an antibiotic as soon as the test
is positive. The test and treatment are then fully reimbursed by
health insurance and the patient’s mutual insurance. These simple

screenings facilitate access to care and improve patient guidance.
It is also a way to limit the systematic use of antibiotics when, in
60 t0 90%* of cases, tonsillitis is of viral origin and therefore
antibiotics have no effect on it. *source: Vidal L.G

Vegan, aristocrat, flashy... she chains trans-
formations at a dizzying pace. Machine-gun

delivery, zero pauses. The sketches follow one
another, the figures appear without warning.
We go from Toulouse-Lautrec to Jesus in su-
permarkets, from discriminatory expressions for
animals to the sexuality of mollusks, from the
sarcastic mother to the birth of sewage systems.
Yes, it's absurd, but it’s also erudite (with a few
little historical adjustments... largely forgiven).
And above all, it’s terribly funny. Tentacles re-
new the genre. Far, far from cheap humor, Bé-
rangere plays with history, subverts the codes,
and takes everyone into her tentacular universe.
A favorite of the editorial team at 97150, and
we hope this is just the beginning of a long se-
ries, as this show clearly deserves to tour. Two
new dates on Friday, April 17, and Satur-
day, April 18. But don’t linger: after the first
show, the audience only wanted one thing...
to go back, because it goes (very) fast. The
humor bursts forth, snaps, almost disappears
immediately. We would like to hit pause, sa-
vor every line... and restart the machine.
