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«let's cultivate our UNIversality.»

rganized since 2022 by the Natio-

nal Education services, this lovely

festival highlights cultural and lin-

guistic diversity through the pro-
jects and initiatives of students from all schools
in the Collectivities of Saint-Barthélemy and
Saint-Martin, from kindergarten to BTS. It is
also an opportunity for students and teachers
to come together around a common theme that
promotes diversity. This year’s theme, the earth,
a precious resource that must be preserved for
future generations, opens the field to numerous
applications. Beyond that, it is also a unique op-
portunity to convey the values of respect, bro-
therhood, equality, and equity: values that gua-
rantee harmonious living together.

A PACKED SCHEDULE

The kickoff will be given in Saint-Barthélemy,
which for this launch day, Monday, April 27, has
funded the travel of about fifty students from the
tourism classes of Saint-Martin. They will disco-
ver Gustavia, the heritage museum, the making
of the St-Barth galette, and the many specifics

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of the sister island. The kickoff in Saint-Mar-
tin will take place on Tuesday, April 28, at the
West Indies Mall with the presentation of the
exhibition «In and Out» (we still remember last
year’s magnificent exhibition on the Ocean).
And then, everything will follow without a
break. May 5 will be dedicated to Citizenship
Day at the Grand Case Beach Club for se-
condary school students who will be able to
discuss the rights and duties of citizens, with
the deputy prosecutor, the commander of the
gendarmerie, or the Prefect, but also about
France’s place in the European Union, since the
festival takes place during European Month.
Climate change, respect for the environment,
food security... the theme of the planet is a vast
subject that can be approached in many ways
and allows for raising awareness among young
people about the issues of their century.

The environmental service of the Collectivity,
as well as the Tourist Office with its «land,
sea, ponds» initiative, the Nature Reserve, or
the Bellevue Gardens, will develop this es-
sential aspect for the survival of the Earth.
Among the new features of this edition are the
meetings of students from after-school pro-
grams in Saint-Barthélemy and Saint-Martin,
a chess tournament at the CCISM, and a ma-
gic contest organized by Tom Toussaint... which
could reveal some surprises.

CONTESTS AND
VALUES TO UNITE STUDENTS

As with every edition, the Festival will revolve
around poetry, dictation, and eloquence contests
in all languages. The goal is to value all students,
but also all communities, and to connect them
so they can enrich themselves in diversity. The
theme «sport and citizenship,» with the CEES,

UNSS, USEP and CTOS, will teach young
people to speak in front of an audience to defend
their sport and explain what it can bring them.
Integration and inclusion are naturally part of
the values promoted during this festival and will
be illustrated during the HandySplash action
organized on Saturday, May 2, at Friar's Bay.

The closing ceremony of the festival will take
place at the Robert Weinum high school on Fri-
day, May 8, at 7 PM... also closing the Neighbo-
rhood Olympics, as the two events are closely
linked this year and desired by the vice-rector.
Harry Christophe notes, «the festival has taken
on considerable scope, demonstrating solidarity
among the Northern islands, in educational
continuity, with common subjects. The theme
chosen each year generates numerous develop-
ments and shows how the school serves the com-
munity.»

Air Antilles : Still in Limbo

The decision of the commercial court of Pointe-a-Pitre, highly anticipated this Thursday, April 23, has once .
again been postponed and will be rendered on Monday, April 27. If the takeover is accepted, some areas I8
of uncertainty remain regarding the future of the company.

he tribunal will decide next Monday whether to accept the

takeover of Air Antilles by the Pewen group, led by Dr.

Pierre Sainte-Luce. In an interview with Canal 10, fol-

lowing Thursday’s hearing, Master Beaujour, the lawyer
for Pierre Sainte-Luce, specified that the proposal is based on a
complete overhaul of Air Antilles” operations to avoid repeating
past dysfunctions or mistakes. The proposal includes the develop-
ment of partnerships with several carriers; a partnership with Air
Calédonie, which has an ATR available for rent, and discussions
with Sunrise Airways (a Haitian company) are among those
being considered.

The lawyer also indicated a reduction in costs (including the can-
cellation of debts estimated at over €50 million), followed by a
gradual resumption of activities, with a «ramping up» to ensure
connectivity between the Northern islands and Guadeloupe, and
potentially with other islands. If this takeover is effective, even in
the event of a takeover, operations could not resume, according
to him, before the fall, as it would take time to recover flight
authorizations. Regarding the future of the staff, the idea is «to
bring back staff as needed and based on the company’s deve-
lopment.» In clear terms, if the buyer believes they will need 40
people next fall, qualified staff will be brought back gradually,
without clearly specifying what will happen to the others. Accor-
ding to some sources, more than a hundred would be laid off, out
of a workforce of 117 employees.

Another area of uncertainty revealed by our colleagues at Gua-
deloupe la 1re, Master Beaujour, the buyer’s lawyer, was awarded
on March 18, 2026, without publicity or prior competition, the
public contract launched by the Collectivity for a «legal support
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mission for the Collectivity of Saint-Martin, in the context of the \ {6
restructuring of SEM Air Antilles» for an amount of €40,000. =
Knowing that the Collectivity is also the majority shareholder of
Air Antilles, all of this can be perplexing. While there is much talk
in the media about the takeover by Pierre Sainte-Luce, it should
not be forgotten that two other buyers are still in the running,
Guyane Express Fly and R Plane 9. The tribunal will therefore

have to decide between three proposals.
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Marigot Waterfront:
corrective work in progress

Barely completed, some parking spaces on the waterfront are being demolished. The cause is defective
concrete sections.

s part of the redevelopment of the Marigot wa-
terfront, corrective work is underway. In total,
seven parking spaces have defects. The Collecti-
vity has requested that the company in charge of
the project intervene on these locations where the concrete
shows cracks. Corrective interventions are currently in pro-
gress to address these anomalies. The spaces that are already
completed will be opened soon, so as not to penalize users.
Furthermore, the Collectivity states that this work will be com-
pleted soon and will mark the beginning of a second phase of
development: a project planned for the summer that will involve
creating a pedestrian promenade along the waterfront, up to the
market square. LG
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Soualiga College: the most beautiful co_llegem France"

On Wednesday, April 22, the Collectivity of Saint Martin orgamzed the official visit of College 900 in La
Savane. A highly anthpated facility after three years of construction.

The rector of the academic region of Guadeloupe, Gabriele Fioni, the prefect
Cyrille Le Vély, the president of the Territorial Council of Saint-Martin Louis
Mussington, and the various stakeholders who contributed to the realizatio-
nof the Soualiga College were present for its official visit on April 22, 2026.

n «exemplary establishment,» this is how the rector

of the academic region of Guadeloupe, Gabriele Fio-

ni, describes the Soualiga College. With a capacity of

900 students, this building spans 5,400 m2. Thirty-one
classrooms, a documentation and information center (CDI) of
150 m?, a cafeteria, and multimedia rooms, all means have been
implemented to ensure students have the best learning condi-
tions. In total, the site includes four buildings, including educatio-
nal blocks, a covered gymnasium, and staff housing.

In line with current environmental and educational standards, the
project is part of a sustainable and innovative approach. The buil-
ding benefits from cross-ventilation, energy-efficient equipment,
and specific materials such as natural plastic coatings or cladding
designed to improve acoustics. Nearly 70% of the establishment’s
energy needs are met by photovoltaic installations. Furthermore, a

cyclone shelter capable of accommodating up to 600 people com-
plements this set designed to serve the Saint-Martin community.

A STRUCTURING PROJECT
FOR THE TERRITORY
AND ITS DEVELOPMENT

Completed in three years, this project mobilized numerous lo-
cal and national stakeholders, including the Collectivity of Saint
Martin, the State, and the Bank of Territories. «\We are very hap-
py to see that the children are satisfied,» said the president of the
Territorial Council, Louis Mussington, before adding, «We were
able to participate in the financing of this project to the tune
of 17 million euros from our own funds.» In total, the budget
for the works amounts to 41.7 million euros, of which 15 mil-
lion is financed by the Ministry of National Education and 10
million by the Ministries of Overseas and Ecological Transition.
Having traveled for the occasion, the rector of the academic re-
gion of Guadeloupe, Gabriele Fioni, did not hide his enthusiasm:
«\We take pride in having the most beautlful college in the entire
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academic region and perhaps in all of France. We are giving a
real chance to our students and our fellow citizens.» He also
reminded everyone of the need to use these buildings to their
maximum potential. «On Monday, staff and students took over
the college; now it needs to be brought to life and included in
the neighborhood and the community,» he explained, remin-
ding that sports facilities will be open to island associations.

REORGANIZATION
AT ROBERT WEINUM HIGH SCHOOL

The vice-rector, Harry Christophe, mentioned the positive ef-
fects of this opening on the organization of Robert Weinum
High School. The departure of middle school students will in-
deed free up classrooms and improve the reception conditions for
high school students starting in September 2026. «It is difficult
to modify schedules during the school year. For now, the high
school will maintain its current organization, and some comfort
adjustments may be made,» explained the head of the Natio-
nal Education service of Saint-Barthélemy and Saint-Martin.
A true symbol of resilience and ambition, Soualiga College is a
joint project that rector Gabriele Fioni summarizes with these
words: «\When everyone moves in the same direction, we achieve
beautiful things.» L.G

Saint Martin Facing Youth Exodus

The Territorial Institute of Statistics and Economic Studies (ITSEE) of Saint Martin has examined the education system of the island. Declining enroliment,
school dropout rates, and a massive exodus to the Hexagon, this study conducted in close collaboration with the National Education reveals vulnerabilities

in the territory.

t the start of the 2025-2026 school year, nearly

6,800 students were enrolled in the territory. A fi-

gure that has been steadily declining since 2019,

with more than 500 students fewer in six years. This
decrease, already visible in primary education, signals a las-
ting reduction in the number of young people educated locally.
But the break occurs mainly during adolescence. By age 15, en-
rollment drops more sharply than in Guadeloupe or at the natio-
nal level. After the baccalaureate, only 23% of 18-24 year-olds
are still in training. A figure that reflects early exits from the
education system and limited further studies. Parcoursup illus-
trates this phenomenon. Two out of three students receive a pro-
posal on the post-bac orientation platform, but only one in two
accepts it. Furthermore, the most frequently chosen programs by
Saint-Martin graduates are BTS, university degrees, and, to a
lesser extent, some selective pathways.

AYOUTH COMPELLED TO MOBILITY

One year after the baccalaureate, more than half of the stu-
dents live in mainland France. Three years later, nearly one in
two are still there. Mobility has become an almost mandato-
ry step to study or work. However, this is not an exile. The at-
tachment to the territory remains strong. Indeed, more than
70% of young people surveyed say they want to return to
Saint-Martin. But they face a major problem: finding a quali-
fied job. The transition between training and employment is the-
refore fragile. Three years after high school, only 20% of young
people are employed or in an apprenticeship. The others jug-
gle between studies, unemployment, and precarious situations.
There are, however, some solutions. Apprenticeship is progres-
sing, particularly with the CFA Mangrove, focused on tourism
jobs. Despite still high dropout rates, this structure illustrates

the potential for local solutions, provided they are strengthened.
In conclusion, Saint-Martin is currently struggling to retain its
youth. Between forced departures and uncertain returns, it is the
territory’s ability to transform these pathways into local wealth

that is at stake. L.G

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SNSM : local businesses are mobilizing

Faced with the difficulties of the SNSM of Saint-Martin, four local businesses - Arawak Charters, Captain Jo, Caribbean Marines, and Funseaker - decided to
lend their support to contribute to the funding of a new boat, necessary for the continuation of the station’s activities. Last Wednesday, they presented a
check for €10,000 to the SNSM.

he National Society for Sea Rescue (SNSM), a recognized
public utility association, operates under the authority of

maritime prefects and regional operational centers for
surveillance and rescue (CROSS). It operates year-round,
day and night, in all weather conditions, solely with volunteer
crews. Its budget is funded 73% by private funds and 10% by
state funds. Regions, departments, and municipalities contri-
bute the remaining amount, up to 50% of essential investments,

such as boats, thus participating in the maintenance of essential
equipment for saving human lives and ensuring the safety of res-
cuers. This operation is based on a republican principle of local
communities contributing to the renewal of sea rescue resources.

A STATION IN DANGER

In Saint-Martin, the SNSM carries out about fifteen interven-
tions per year, making it one of the most active stations in the
Caribbean. In July 2025, Héléne Debruge, the president of the
local station, alerted the Community about the urgency of the
situation; the current boat, 32 years old, has reached the end of
its life, and repairs have been halted as they are now too costly.
Logically, she requested that the Community release €100,000
to allow for the acquisition of a fully equipped 10-meter rigid
inflatable boat. Estimated at €450,000, the boat will also be
funded by donations and the state. Today, the Community has
still not responded. This expense does not seem to be a priority,
while ephemeral events, local markets, or festivals benefit from
substantial budgets or grants that would be sufficient to finance
the boat.

At the national level, the issue has become a priority for the
SNSM. In Paris, the matter is constantly discussed at the state
level, particularly with the Prime Minister’s office and the Gene-
ral Secretariat for the Sea, in an attempt to find solutions.

During his last visit to the Caribbean in March, the national pre-
sident of the SNSM, who came to bless the new vessel in Guade-
loupe and the new rigid inflatable boat in Saint-Barth (financed
with €100,000 from the Community and €100,000 from the
company Le Ponant), indicated that the boat from Saint-Martin

would be decommissioned by the end of the year, thus ending the
station’s activities. During the meeting organized on the occasion
of his visit to Saint-Martin, there was only one absentee, the Pre-
sident of the Community.

There is clearly no political will to maintain nautical resources
on the island, as several boats are affected; the customs boat is
increasingly suffering from breakdowns, just like the one from
the nautical brigade, and the firefighters no longer have an ope-
rational boat.

The initiative of the companies Arawak Charters, Captain Jo,
Caribbean Marines, and Funseaker, each contributing €2,500,
demonstrates the solidarity of those at sea, but it is not enough.
The donating companies, all concerned about their activities, re-
gret that the profession is not mobilizing more. They believe that
the SNSM suffers from a lack of recognition, despite the increa-
sing number of awareness actions. For the president, this ges-
ture aims to show the Community that there are patrons, while
emphasizing the need for public commitment. Funding from the
Community remains essential. A.B
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Opening of the new University
Hospital Center of Guadeloupe

On September 29, 2018, the President of the Republic laid the first stone of

the new University Hospital of Guadeloupe. On Monday, April 13, he wel-
comed its first patients. It took seven and a half years for one of the most
modern healthcare facilities in Europe and the Overseas Territories to rise

from the ground.

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ith 85,000 m2 and a budget
of €640 million, the new CHU
is the largest building ever
constructed on the archipelago.
It ranks among the first French hospital faci-
lities of the new generation in terms of archi-
tectural design, built to withstand all climatic
hazards, and features high-tech equipment and
a capacity of 526 beds. After several delays in
opening, the commissioning began on April 13
with medical imaging.
The new hospital has two state-of-the-art MRI
machines, including a 1.5 Tesla MRI, which the
first patients have been able to benefit from.
Following this symbolic first morning, a press
conference was held in the presence of the
Prefect of Guadeloupe, alongside the general
management of CHUG, the general director of
ARS Guadeloupe, and several local personali-
ties.
This exchange allowed institutional partners to
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discover the medical imaging service and meet
the mobilized teams.

A GRADUAL RAMP-UP

With brand new equipment and new facilities
not yet fully tested, the opening of activities
and services will take place in phases over the
coming months. The next step is the commis-
sioning of nuclear medicine and radiotherapy,
followed by the activation of the consultation
platform with the transfer of urology, ENT, and
neurosurgery activities. In an interview with
Guadeloupe La 1ére, Philippe Luccioni-Mi-
chaux, the new director of ARS Guadeloupe,
Saint-Martin, Saint-Barthélemy, expressed his
satisfaction with the realization of this major
project, describing the new establishment as
the «flagship of health» in Guadeloupe. He has
set himself the goal of completing its full com-
missioning by the end of the year. A.B

Ins-
pired by real events from the archives, the story
recounts the hurdles and obstacles faced by this
courageous woman until a new moon rises on a
different destiny.

Accessible to children without sugarcoating rea-
lity, the book offers a sensitive and educational
approach to history, supported by the beautiful
illustrations of Milkaya Laijah. Modern and
expressive, they enhance the power of the nar-
rative, particularly conveying the anxiety of the
crossing and the strength of the sacrifices made.

A beautiful book that the author and illustra-
tor, mother and daughter, will sign this Satur-
day, April 25, at Quartier d’Orléans (route de
la Roche Gravée, just before the church on the
straight road of Quartier d’Orléans). The book,
written in English, will soon be published in
a French edition.

hether abandoned voluntarlly or through negll-

gence, this waste constitutes visual and environ-

mental pollution, the negative effects of which are

becoming increasingly evident: loss of biodiversity,
health impacts, degradation of living conditions, and economic
consequences, particularly for the Community that must clean
it up. The primary objective is (once again!) to raise awareness
among the population, whether they are visitors or residents,
about the importance of preserving a certain quality of life. To
this end, the Community is calling for the mobilization of local
associative actors.
The actions implemented will aim to collect the litter abandoned
in public spaces for sorting and disposal at the Grands Cayes eco-
site and, more broadly, will contribute to raising awareness among
all audiences, including students, and promoting eco-consumption.
In order to assess the effectiveness of the actions, monitoring and
evaluationtools will also need to be provided by the project leaders.
All associations (under the 1901 law) and non-profit organiza-
tions can apply according to the terms. The maximum amount
that can be allocated is €90,000 excluding tax for the year. An
advance of up to 70% will be paid upon natification of the agree-
ment, upon presentation of a project start certificate.
The balance will be paid after the production and vali-
dation of the final activity report and expense receipts.
Grant application files must be sent before May 4th (12 PM lo-
cal time) by email to: www.marches-securises.fr. All projects will
be reviewed by the Executive Council, which will give its opinion
next July; grant allocations will be made in August.
