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Air Antilles : regrets, but no remorse

Louis Mussington and three of the vice presidents, Alain Richardson, Bernadette Davis, and Michel Petit, spoke about the dry liquidation of the company
Air Antilles during a press conference last Thursday. «A hard blow for the employees and for the Community,» but it does not call into question the initial
motivation, which is to defend territorial continuity and the decongestion of the territory, at all costs.

What needs to be remembered is that we

fought until the end... It was necessary to
(( maintain the balance of air transport in

Guadeloupe, Martinique, and Saint-Mar-
tin, but also for the Caribbean region and to
ensure that there are reasonable prices for the
average person,” justified Louis Mussington af-
ter a thought for the employees for whom this is
a “hard blow.” A hard blow also for the Collec-
tivity which “invested €20 million with the hope
of being reimbursed at some point... Unfortuna-
tely, that is not the case today,” continued the
president, lamenting the lack of support from
the State and local Territorial Collectivities.

A ABANDONMENT OF PUBLIC
AUTHORITIES

Louis Mussington indeed denounces an aban-
donment of public authorities, regretting that
Guadeloupe and Martinique did not keep their
promises (amounting to €2.5 million each),
despite the majority presence of employees in
their territories. The same reproach is directed
at the State, which was informed of the negotia-
tions conducted with the neighboring islands for
the establishment of a partnership between the
Collectivity, Air Antilles, and Liat. “All of this
was not taken into account. The wisdom of the
Saint-Martin population in opting for its own

statutes and its autonomy to exit the Guade-
loupe archipelago was truly the right choice. I
remain convinced that we fought a courageous
and just battle, which unfortunately did not suc-
ceed,” lamented the president.

“Saint-Martin did what needed to be done,” re-
peated Alain Richardson several times, expres-
sing his disappointment and the feeling of being
a victim in light of the indifference of some.
Indeed, for the 1st vice-president, the support
of public authorities to ensure the survival of
certain entities is a necessity, citing examples
such as Air France, EDF, Renault, CMA CGM,
or Corsair. But the decisions of the DGAC also
played a role according to the vice-president,
believing that for them the position was clear,
Air Antilles had to disappear from the start!
“Saint-Martin can consider itself a victim,” be-
cause “it was clear that the Collectivity alone
could not guarantee the development of the
company, but we took on our responsibilities,
we took the lead,” concluded Alain Richardson
on this point.

A STOP WITHOUT
CONSEQUENCES

“There will be no consequences, apart from the
fact that we lost €20 million,” continued the
president. As for the impact on ongoing pro-
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jects, and whether his mandate will have the
means to achieve its ambitions, he emphasized
that the Collectivity is examining other sources
of funding for the multi-year investment pro-
gram: “we will continue to think about different
strategies to give ourselves the means for our
public policies regarding investments.”
Regarding future elections, the question has
also arisen, but for Louis Mussington, “the
electorate will continue to make a reasonable
and thoughtful choice between immobility, irres-
ponsibility, the automatic release of European
funds, and the political commitment we have
made, and I have no worries.”

However, there remains the issue of passengers,
whose ticket refunds are now in the hands of the
judicial liquidator. “ The Collectivity will closely
monitor this aspect because these are families

who are not wealthy, who find themselves triply
penalized. We will see how this can be addressed
and what legal solutions may be provided,” indi-
cated Alain Richardson.

Finally, regarding the famous audit requested
by the Collectivity, the report was deliberately
kept secret in order to “'not discourage poten-
tial buyers and preserve the chances of saving
Air Antilles.”” The President firmly denied the
disappearance of €8 million, calling these accu-
sations unfounded. However, he admits that the
report was damning and clearly highlighted “'in-
competence, abuses in a number of areas, and
a patchwork in the sense that there were not
true professionals in charge of management.”
There was therefore nothing nebulous about all
this... A.B

Elected officials
of the Collectivite suspected
of embezzling public funds

Louis Mussington had been placed in police custody and interrogated in Ja-
nuary as part of an investigation into the embezzlement of public funds. Se-
veral agents of the Community have been heard since, and the President was
once again placed in police custody on April 28.

he first police custody in January invol-
ved several jobs assigned to some of the
close associates of the President of the
Collectivity since his election in 2022.
Louis Mussington then justified himself in a
statement: «This hearing is part of a procedure
initiated in 2023, following a letter sent to the
public prosecutor by four opposition members,
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regarding the recruitment conditions of several
agents.» The President specified that it was not
possible at this stage of the investigation to go
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into detail about the elements being examined
and stated that he was «fully willing to answer
all the questions from the investigators, in a spi-
rit of transparency and absolute respect for the
institutions.» The public prosecutor’s office in
Basse-Terre, for its part, clarified that the inves-
tigation had been opened for «embezzlement of
public funds» and «illegal taking of interests.»

On Tuesday, April 28, there was a new police
custody for the President of the Collectivity,
but also for the four vice-presidents, Alain Ri-
chardson, Bernadette Davis, Dominique Louisy,
and Michel Petit, who were heard on several
files including the fleet of leased cars and the

dishonesty of the Collectivity’s budget. After se-
veral hours of questioning by the gendarmerie,
the police custody was lifted. The Prosecutor’s
Office did not announce any indictments at this
stage of the investigation but indicated that a
criminal response would be provided on these
files in the coming weeks. A.B
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Waste: payment delays
and slow collections

It's hard not to notice that for the past few days, the streets of the island have been overrun with trash.
The cause is a delay in payment from the Territorial Collectivity to the contractors responsible for waste

collection.

rders, bulky items, green waste, they litter the
sidewalks everywhere. In a letter addressed on May
3 to Prefect Cyrille Le Vély, Senator Annick Petrus
mentions «a particularly concerning situation.» «In
a territory exposed to high heat, rapid proliferation of pests, and
already known structural vulnerabilities regarding sanitation,
this situation now poses a serious health risk to the population,»
asserts the elected official. Indeed, beyond the immediate incon-
veniences for residents, the interruption of this public service
encourages the proliferation of disease-carrying animals such
as rats and mosquitoes. At a time of year when the climate is
becoming increasingly warm, if the situation were to persist,
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it could have serious health consequences, particularly for the
most vulnerable individuals.

While they usually carry out daily garbage collection on the is-
land, the service providers are experiencing delayed payments
from the Collectivity. This is an unacceptable situation for these
private companies that employ many people in Saint-Martin. To
express their dissatisfaction, the companies have decided to re-
duce the amount of waste collected. This slowdown is felt eve-
rywhere, both literally and figuratively. The trucks continue their
routes along the RN7 and on some of the main roads, while in the
most isolated areas, trash continues to accumulate.

COVERING THE DEBT

Contacted, the Collectivity mentions an unprecedented situation
in the last twenty years and a debt that should soon be settled.
This delay would be due to an issue with invoice compliance. A
slowdown that affects all sectors of the island except for household
waste collection in Marigot. The elected official in charge of the
quality of life delegation, Bernadette Davis, indicated that a mee-
ting with the financial service of the Collectivity and the various
companies should be organized soon to establish a procedure to
follow and thus prevent this situation from recurring. Payment
mandates were reportedly signed last week, and payments are
now to be made by the Public Treasury. A settlement that the pro-
viders hope to receive quickly so they can resume their collection.
For its part, the company Verde SXM, which operates the landfill,
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is also experiencing delayed payments. A debt currently amoun-
ting to 1.2 million euros for the company that handles all the
waste from the French part of the island. Furthermore, the Ga-
lisbay waste disposal site, managed by the territorial Collectivity,
has been closed since Wednesday, April 29, and this «until further
notice for technical reasons.»

all, create connections. Since its establi-

shment in 2018 in the area, the associa-

tion has been working with disadvantaged
communities. “The story of the Compagnons
Batisseurs in Saint-Martin is quite unique,”
says the president of the National Association of
Compagnons Batisseurs, Suzanne de Cheveigné,
“The association was established in a post-na-
tural disaster context. It was the Fondation de
France at the time that reached out to us to in-
tervene and support the reconstruction.”” After
the passage of Irma in 2017, the first actions
of the teams consisted of rebuilding the roofs

of houses that had been devastated by the cy-
clone. Subsequently, volunteers and employees
gradually expanded their actions, thus contri-
buting to the improvement of housing and sup-
porting vulnerable populations in Saint-Martin.

“Eight years of commitment, solidarity, and
concrete actions in service of the community,”
is how Maé Bridier, director of the Compagnons
Batisseurs of Saint-Martin, describes the work
of this association. To present its missions to their
partners and the general public, the organization
screened a video on Monday, April 27, highligh-
ting these years of construction work and show-
casing the faces and stories of the beneficiaries.
In total, by 2025, the Compagnons Batisseurs
conducted forty-two interventions and housing
improvement projects, welcomed five employees
in training, and served 844 users in their third
place located in Quartier d’Orléans. Indeed,
alongside the solidarity projects, the association
offers civic and sociocultural workshops, manual
activities, collaborative DIY, and individual sup-
port for administrative procedures. In 2026, the
organization aims to continue its missions with a
“sustainable presence in Saint-Martin,” explains
Suzanne de Cheveigné. This consistency allows
them to sustainably embed their actions in the
local landscape.

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An evolution for Art for Science Museum

Inaugurated in December 2024, the Living Museum, supported by the Art For Science association, celebrated its first anniversary on April 25th. This was an
opportunity to take stock for the first time, but also to announce a first evolution and unveil the magnlflcent mural created as part of the Mix'Art pro;ect

1 « Living Museum » existed in 2023... the 42nd was

created in 2024 in Saint-Martin, it was the first to come

to life in France. These spaces for artistic expression, es-

tablished all over the world, are reserved for individuals
with mental health issues, ranging from mild to severe. This is not
the DNA of the Saint-Martin entity supported by Art for Science,
which targets amuch broader audience. Indeed, this innovative third
place that uses the seven major arts as a healing tool welcomes
both individuals suffering from stress, burnout, various traumas, ad-
dictions, those in precarious situations, as well as active individuals
who come just to unwind. It is this diversity that makes it successful.
Since its inception, it has received 1500 visitors, including 608
from the city’s priority neighborhoods. 41% of the visitors are wo-
men, 16% are young girls, 21 % are men, and 22% are teenagers.
A full year that has allowed for assessing the effects of art on
individuals, regardless of their reasons for coming, and it is these

or three days, five young boys aged 16 to 18 were intro-

duced to Street Art. Guided by the artist Nicolas Espa, they

learned the basics of graffiti and street painting. “The goal

of the project was to allow them to find serenity and self-sa-
tisfaction while showcasing their ability to mobilize for a cause of
public interest,” explains Laurent Meyer, head of the educational
unit at the PJJ of Saint-Martin and Saint-Barthélemy. A collec-
tive project that came to life thanks to the involvement of the Aides
association, the PJJ, as well as the Mix’Art association and the
artist Espa.

Stencils, brushes, rollers, chalk sketches, spray paint filling, the
novices discovered different street art techniques. But beyond the
means used, the young people also participated in the creation of
the mural. “For them to commit to the project, it has to come
from them as well,” emphasizes Angéline Pottier, coordinator of
Aides Saint-Martin. At the center of the mural, intertwined hands,
regardless of gender or color, illustrate the values of inclusion and
solidarity promoted by the association.

This experience also aims to change the perception of these young
people. “ The objective is that they are not stigmatized by an act of
delinquency, to show that they are capable of doing good, to guide
these young people towards active citizenship,” insists Laurent
Meyer. This mural, in addition to beautifying the site of the Aides
association, offers new visibility to its missions. It is also part of a
broader dynamic of promoting urban art in Saint-Martin. For the
young people, it leaves a concrete trace of their commitment and
involvement in serving society.
