From the commemorations of May 8, 1945, to the projects supported by European funds, the concrete role of Europe in building peace
and solidarity among territories was highlighted in Saint-Martin. The Neighborhood Olympics, bringing together youth around the idea of living together,

extend this European ideal to the local level.

May 8: celebration of the victory
of the Allied forces against Nazism

The crowd was large in the Community gardens on this Friday, May 8, to commemorate a historic date,
that of the victory of the Allied forces over Hitler's Third Reich. 81 years ago, freedom triumphed over
Nazism and brought an end to World War Il in Europe.

e

uring a global context increasingly marked by conflicts,
it seems important to remember this war that still re-
mains the deadliest of all time with over 50 million
deaths, half of whom were civilians. This national day,
a public holiday since 1981, pays tribute to those men and wo-
men who defended the values of the Republic, at the cost of their
lives, by fighting and resisting. The ceremony took place in the
presence of the Prefect of Saint-Barthélemy and Saint-Mar-
tin, Cyrille Le Vély, the Vice-Rector, Harry Christophe, the 4th
Vice-President of the Collectivity, Michel Petit, the Commander
of the Gendarmerie Hugues Loyez, representatives of law enfor-
cement, cadets of the gendarmerie, firefighters, the Red Cross,
the Territorial Youth Council, and of course, the veterans’ asso-

ciation. The representatives of the French Navy, on a stopover
in Saint-Martin aboard the support and assistance vessel, the
Dumont d’Urville, were particularly notable. The traditional
laying of wreaths was done in pairs this year: with the president
of the Territorial Youth Council for Michel Petit and with young
cyclists for the Prefect and for Jean Richard, president of the
veterans’ association. The ceremony was indeed the starting
point for the young participants in the Neighborhood Olympics.

As is often the tradition during these ceremonies, four personali-
ties from civil society were awarded for their commitment to the
service of the territory and the public interest. On behalf of the
Minister of Overseas Territories, they received from the Prefect
the medal of honor for overseas commitment, bronze level, inclu-
ding Maé Bridier, director of the Compagnons Batisseurs.

(ERDF) shared their experiences to demonstrate the concrete impact of this funding in Saint Martin.
Culture, transport, education, the European Union supports structural projects for the territory.

early 80 million euros” is the amount of European

funding that has been mobilized in Saint-Martin over

the past ten years, stated Auriane Taveau, head of

ecological transformation projects at the prefecture.
Benjamin Mora, principal of Soualiga College, reminded that
the European Union was built in the aftermath of World War 11
around a founding ambition: to guarantee peace.

But this construction also relies on an essential point, solidarity
among territories. In Saint-Martin, this has particularly been ex-
pressed after the passage of Hurricane Irma. Soualiga College is
one of the symbols of this, with nearly 9 million euros of mobi-
lized European funds.

LOANS GRANTED
TO LOCAL STAKEHOLDERS

At the La Chapelle theater, the FEDER has enabled the moder-
nization of the technical installations of the performance hall.
Lighting, sound, video, in total the equipment cost 100,000 eu-
ros, of which 80,000 euros came from European funding. For
the project leaders, Erwan Trotel and Audrey Duputié, the ERDF
has been a true development tool although it requires a capacity
for financial advance, as the funds are subject to repayment.“*We
can now host new large-scale shows that require technical means
that our structure did not allow until now,” says Erwan Trotel.

Between 2019 and 2022, at Grand Case airport, the FEDER
fund allowed for the resurfacing of the aeronautical runways.
The objectives being “to improve flight safety, extend the lifespan
of the infrastructure, and modernize the equipment,” explains
Sabrina Charville, quality and sustainable development director
at Grand Case airport. In total, 57,000 m2 have been renovated,
with the work carried out at night to maintain airport opera-
tions. The project, costing approximately 9.8 million euros, was
financed 50% by the European Union.

Through these various testimonies, local representatives of the
European Union reaffirm the importance of the European Union
in Saint-Martin when Brussels sometimes seems very far from
local concerns. LG

Neighborhood Olympics:
a timid start

The first edition of the Neighborhood Olympics
took place last Friday. About forty children at-
tended the commemorations of May 8, 1945,
before biking to Sandy Ground for a morning fo-
cused on living together.

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he first edition, led by the CTOS, with the support of the
Ministry of Education, the Community, and the State, in
collaboration with neighborhood councils and the cycling
committee of Saint-Martin, was organized as part of the
Languages, Arts, and Culture Festival. It began for the young
participants with the commemorative ceremony of the Victory of
May 8, 1945.The initial exchange time planned with the institu-
tions «to put humanity back behind these structures,» however,
could not materialize, as they had to immediately hop on their
bikes to head to Sandy Ground. A route that about thirty parti-
cipants completed by bike and the others by bus... The Commu-
nity had announced that it had ordered a dozen bikes to make
available to children who did not have any, but they were not
delivered. The training session by the SXM Road Safety associa-
tion that was supposed to take place beforehand to raise their
awareness of how to ride a bike and the necessary equipment
also did not occur.
A few small difficulties, almost normal for a first edition that
should gain momentum over the years, did not in any way tarnish
the enjoyment of the young participants.
In the end, it was the Cycling Committee of Saint-Martin that
led the morning, under the leadership of its president, Gilbert
Rousseau. Adgility tests, bike handling, and riding skills were on
the agenda in the courtyard of Aline Hanson school, while in the
parking lot, the young participants ran laps in a Duathlon spirit.
But beyond the sports activities, these meetings primarily had a
social stake, with sports being merely a lever to bring together
young people from different neighborhoods of the island in a spi-
rit of respect for the values of friendship and tolerance.
Indeed, the idea, by promoting diversity, is to limit territorial wars
and thus violence. While the goal is to mobilize young people
around physical activity, the project is part of a broader dynamic
of prevention and awareness.
After this first trial run, a second edition is already in the works,
following the same principle of diversity, with certainly, even if it
is not yet official, the theme of «knowing how to swim» in another
neighborhood.
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Community Budget:
Team Gibbs Contacts the Prefect

The initial budget of the Community was on the agenda of the territorial council on March 27. It had
sparked tense exchanges between the majority and the opposition. In response to the opposition’s
remarks about the insincerity of the budget, the debate was cut short, moving directly to a vote. Team
Gibbs has taken the time to analyze since then and has decided to alert the Prefect «about an infringe-

ment on the sincerity of public accounts.»

or the members of Team Gibbs, the initial 2026 budget of

the Community does not accurately reflect the reality of

its financial situation. This observation is based on the fi-

gures themselves; Team Gibbs cites the Air Antilles case,
for which the Community is exposed to an estimated risk of
£€20.4 million. The provision recorded in the budget is €1.4 mil-
lion, reflecting «a clear underestimation of a commitment that is
perfectly identified and reported several times, both in committee
and in session, without ever being retained "

REIMBURSEMENT OF THE TAX
ON PETROLEUM PRODUCTS

Another point raised by the opposition is the decision of the
Court of Cassation on March 11, 2026, which ruled that the
consumption tax on petroleum products was equivalent to a
customs duty, in violation of European Union law. The amounts
collected must be reimbursed; however, no provision has been

recorded in the budget. This same discrepancy is found in other
items, according to Team Gibbs’ analysis: «unrecoverable tax
receivables estimated at €2 million resulting in €87,000 in the
budget, with no provision established for disputes, which are no-
netheless recurring.»

In its statement, Team Gibbs also indicates that, conversely,
«some forecasts appear manifestly optimistic. Investment re-
venues are projected at €43 million, nearly four times the
amount received in 2025, without justification or anticipation
of non-consumption risks. At the same time, a decrease of €17
million in general and management expenses is announced, even
though their recent evolution, particularly related to the increase
in staff, follows an opposite trajectory.» For the opposition, the
budget undervalues expenses and overestimates revenues.

Based on these elements, Team Gibbs has decided to send an offi-
cial letter to the Prefect of Saint-Barthélemy and Saint-Martin,
so that he fully exercises the responsibilities that are his regar-
ding budgetary control. A.B

Terres-Basses, a man claims to have been the

“ictim of a gang of thugs.” While driving, a large mo-

tocross bike without a license plate, no lights, and a
rider without a helmet tears off his side mirror. As the victim gets
out to retrieve the debris, several scooters gather around him.The
situation quickly escalates. The man tries to call the gendarmerie
but explains that he was assaulted by several individuals who tear
his t-shirt and then his shorts in an attempt to steal his phone.
He then receives several stones thrown at his back, as well as on
his hand, resulting in a broken finger. His phone is also destroyed
and his vehicle stolen.
A neighbor witnessing the scene hands him a phone to call for

nswer, scannet, recite, the youth of Saint-Martin came
together on May 10 to honor the memory of the vic-
tims of slavery. A solemn moment that took place
twenty-five years after the adoption of the Taubira law,
which recognizes the slave trade and slavery as crimes against
humanity.

The Voices That Remain is a
video game accessible from a web browser, in French and Engli-
sh, an interactive narrative experience based on real historical
events. The game is based on 132 narrative nodes, 49 points of
choice, and more than 500,000 possible combinations of paths.
One of the main characters, William, is directly inspired by Lionel
Romney, a sailor born in Saint-Martin and deported to the Mau-
thausen camp. His story, documented notably by the Saint-Mar-
tin historian Serge Gumbs and Mary Romney-Schaab, helps
anchor the memory of the Holocaust in the local history of the
island.
