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Drug consumption is exploding in 
France, particularly that of cocaine. 
Global production is on the rise, crimi-
nal organizations are becoming increa-

singly structured, and the national territory is 
becoming both a land of consumption and tran-
sit. A true «white tsunami,» this wave of illegal 
trafficking is fueled by cartels looking to flood 
the European market.

“A TRUE SCOURGE”

In Saint Martin, the situation has particu-

lar characteristics. Proximity to other islands 
makes international police and judicial coo-
peration essential. Traffickers use fast boats, 
smugglers, suitcases, clothing soaked in cocaine, 
or even «mules.» It’s a real game of cat and 
mouse because, as Eric Poulcallec, representa-
tive of the Anti-Drug Office, explains, traffickers 
“have networks everywhere, they have accom-
plices everywhere.” 

Beyond the trafficking itself, magistrates have 
emphasized the human and social consequences 
of this phenomenon. Drug trafficking fuels vio-
lence, settling of scores, corruption, and money 

laundering. It also attracts minors, sometimes 
very young, into networks that exploit their 
vulnerability. “Drug trafficking is a true scourge 
(...) that destroys everything! Health, the in-
dividual, the family, education,” exclaimed ho-
norary magistrate Christine Saunier-Ruellan. 
This statement serves as a warning, as several 
students from Mont des Accords College were 
present during this conference. 

The magistrate also mentioned her work as a 
judge in the case known as “Air Cocaine.” In 
2013, 700 kg of cocaine were seized at Punta 
Cana International Airport in the Dominican 
Republic, on a private jet making trips between 
France and the American continent, with tran-
sits through Saint Martin.

 

“THE PARTY IS OVER”

The deputy prosecutor delivered a clear mes-
sage: “In Saint Martin, the party is over for 
drugs.” The judicial response is intended to be 
firm; penalties can reach ten years in prison 
and up to twenty years in case of recidivism. 
The law of June 13, 2025, mentioned during 
the conference, further strengthens the tools to 
combat organized crime. However, the speakers 
also reminded that Justice cannot act alone. 
In Saint Martin, as elsewhere, the issue goes 
beyond repression.

Today, it is about protecting youth and public 
health against a criminal economy that des-
troys as much as it enriches.

Serious traffic accident 
in Sandy Ground

A traffic accident occurred on the night of May 23 to 24, at 12:15 AM, on the RN7 at San-
dy Ground. According to the investigation, a vehicle coming from Baie Nettlé reporte-
dly struck five young people riding scooters. The driver allegedly overtook a truck and 
was blinded by the headlights of the two-wheelers. In shock, he immediately alerted 
the emergency services. Despite their rapid intervention, one of the young people 
died that evening. The other four victims, seriously injured, were transported to the 
Louis-Constant Fleming hospital center. One of them was evacuated to Martinique, 
two others underwent surgery in Saint-Martin, while the fourth suffered from lighter 
injuries.
Heard by the gendarmes, the driver was subjected to alcohol and drug screening tests, 
which were negative. An investigation is underway to determine the exact causes and 
circumstances of this tragedy.

On Thursday, May 21, the prefecture of Saint-Barthélemy and Saint-Martin 
hosted a naturalization ceremony, attended by Prefect Cyrille Le Vély. A solemn 
moment for the new French citizens and their loved ones.

During the ceremony at the prefecture, 
eight residents of Saint-Martin and 
Saint-Barthélemy officially received 
the document making them French 

citizens. The prefect, Cyrille Le Vély, empha-
sized the significance of this process, “Beco-
ming French is not just a simple administrative 
formality. It is a fundamental act, an act that 
commits,” he highlighted. This status confers 
new rights but also duties related to citizenship. 
The state representative also Acknowledged 
the sometimes difficult journeys of the new na-
turalized citizens, who came to French soil to 
work, study, reunite with family, or flee war and 
oppression. “France is happy and proud to wel-
come you among us,” he declared, inviting them 
not to renounce their roots. 

The ceremony then gave way to personal testi-
monies. A woman from Russia explained that 
she was educated in France and had her child 
there. “I took this step because I felt French, 
simply,” she stated.

Another woman, of Armenian descent, ex-
pressed her pride in becoming French af-
ter nearly ten years in the country. She also 
conveyed her desire to prove her commitment 
to the Republic “through behavior and actions.” 
Several Haitian nationals spoke of their love for 
Saint-Martin, their professional journeys, and 
their attachment to France. The new citizens 
were presented with a welcome booklet before 
the ceremony concluded with the Marseillai

Withmore frequent, more numerous strandings, or 
even longer seasons, in the Caribbean, sargassum 
is no longer just an episodic phenomenon. Since 
the beginning of 2026 in Saint Martin, 2,000 tons 

of seaweed have been collected. The territorial community em-
ploys two companies that ensure «daily cleaning on the beaches,» 
says Igor Rembotte, director of the environment at the Collecti-
vité de Saint-Martin. In 2025, 16,000 tons of this brown algae 
were collected on the island. With strandings starting as early as 
March, 2026 could be a record year. In Cul-de-Sac, Mont-Ver-
non, and Oyster Pond, the odors of hydrogen sulfide (H2S) are 
an integral part of the residents’ lives. Resulting from the degra-
dation of sargassum, this gas becomes harmful to human health 
when present in the air at high concentrations. 

TOOLS FOR COMBATING SARGASSUM

Currently, the system for combating sargassum in the territory 
consists of using mechanical shovels that remove the seaweed di-
rectly from the coastline. «Four sections of deflecting nets should 
be installed by the end of June or the beginning of July,» confides 
Igor Rembotte. 850 meters of barriers, positioned in the Cul-de-
Sac Bay and at the mouth of the Étang aux Poissons. «We chose 
these sites because the one in the Baie Orientale is too extensive 
to deploy nets, and the one in Baie Lucas at Oyster Pond is too 
restrictive due to the swell,» details the director of the environ-
ment at the territorial community. Rigid equipment, 80 cm high 
and equipped with small meshes in which sea turtles cannot get 
stuck. Produced in Europe, these nets will help channel the flow 
of seaweed to facilitate their collection. In the areas of installa-
tion, navigation plans will also be modified to ensure the safety 
of vessels.
Furthermore, while air quality measurements are currently 
conducted using mobile devices, fixed sensors should also be ins-
talled «by September.» These tools will allow for measuring the 
amount of hydrogen sulfide in the air and alerting the population 

in case of excessively high levels. Indeed, these toxic emissions 
can cause respiratory issues, eye irritation, dizziness, and hea-
daches.  To gather observations, expectations, and proposals to 
combat this phenomenon, a public meeting was held during the 
week of May 7 in the presence of Baptiste Le Nocher, national 
coordinator of the prevention and combat plan against sargas-
sum at the Ministry of Overseas Territories. This was an oppor-
tunity to exchange ideas with local stakeholders and to build the 
new combat plan titled «Sargassum 3.» An operational tool that 
should then allow «to adapt public policies to the reality on the 
ground,» asserts Fabrice Thibier, secretary general of the prefec-
ture. Designed around six pillars: prevention, collection at sea, 
pickup, storage, valorization, and health issues, the future com-
bat plan against sargassum will be implemented for the period 
2027-2031.                                                                            L.G

This year, we celebrate the 178th anniversary of the abo-
lition of slavery and the 25th anniversary of the law re-
cognizing the slave trade and slavery as crimes against 
humanity, known as the “Taubira Law.” The decree aboli-

shing slavery in the French colonies was signed in Paris on April 
27, 1848, under the impetus of Victor Schœlcher and the provi-
sional government of the Second Republic. However, its imple-
mentation varied across the colonies due to transmission delays 
and local realities. Thus, the commemoration dates differ from 
one territory to another: May 22 in Martinique corresponds to 
the slave uprising that precipitated the abolition even before the 
official arrival of the decree, May 27 in Guadeloupe is the offi-
cial proclamation of the abolition on the island, and May 28 in 
Saint Martin is the date on which the abolition of slavery was 
actually proclaimed in the territory in 1848. Historical research 
conducted notably by historian Daniella Jeffry has indeed shown 
that the proclamation did not occur on the same day as in Gua-
deloupe, but rather on May 28, 1848, in Saint Martin. Following 

this work and a request from the Collectivity, the official comme-
moration date was changed to be “consistent with the history” 
of the territory.

COMMEMORATION AND CULTURE
AT THE OLD HOUSE

The ceremony will open at 2 PM with the sound of the conch 
shell featuring the traditional “Blowing the Conch Shell,” or-
chestrated by Latisha Stephen of the Soualiwomen Kultural As-
sociation, followed by the presentation of the mill and its mecha-
nisms by four members of the Territorial Youth Committee. The 
protocol part will begin at 2:15 PM, also with music, featuring 
the anthem of Saint Martin “Oh, Sweet Saint Martin Land” by 
Amyra Ottley, under the direction of the Vocal Lab of Natisha 

Hanson, before the official speeches and the laying of wreaths. A 
moment of reflection will be observed before the cultural show 
begins at 3:15 PM. The setting of the Old House will serve as a 
backdrop for the choreography of Company Ö & Co on a histo-
rical and cultural audio by Audrey Claxton, the reading of “New 
Moon for Quashiba” by Jocelyne Arnelle, and songs including “Oh 
Freedom” by the students of Charlotte Brookson School and “4 
Women” by the students of the Vocal Lab and Pianissimo. The 
show will continue with a dance performance by the students of 
Roche Gravée de Moho, the reading of the poem “The Unfinished 
Freedom Behind the Rock Walls” by Saby Soualouiga, and a fi-
nal dance performance by the Grain d’Or troupe. To make way for 
the artists, it will not be possible for the public to park near the 
Old House. A free shuttle service has been arranged, starting at 
1:30 PM, from the Beach Volley parking lot (formerly Boo Boo

To this end, a village dedicated to road safety 
will be accessible to the public and participants 
throughout the day on Sunday. Several interac-
tive and educational workshops, led by road 
safety professionals, will be set up: a driving
