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Hospital :

the urgency of real

leadership

We have echoed the initiatives of certain doctors that represent real advances for public health, but the
hospital still suffers from a lack of governance. With an interim management for several years, sanctions
overturned by the courts, and tensions within the departments, the Louis Constant Fleming Hospital
Center is going through a new phase of administrative and judicial turbulence. In an already weakened
institution, several sensitive cases remain unresolved.

n one side, caregivers and hospital staff, often left to

their own devices, are trying to keep public service

afloat despite exhaustion and lack of resources. On

the other, an administration regularly criticized for
its functioning and the excesses of some that burden the bud-
get. Many are denouncing today an absence of governance for
several years, with direct consequences on the organization of
services. Sick leave is multiplying: fatigue, workload overload,
or burnout. In several departments, staff say they are operating
«on life support.» Each unit now seems to be facing its own
difficulties, while the hospital continues to navigate without a
clear direction.

AN ABSENT INTERIM DIRECTOR

Arriving at the hospital in June 2025 as the financial director,
Bruno Carriére was set to retire effective May 18,2026. Due to
the sudden departure of the current director, he was appointed
interim director by the ARS until September 18. However, due
to his trip to Paris for the Santexpo trade show on May 19
(funded by the hospital) and taking his vacation, he will not re-
turn to the territory until July 7. He has indicated that he can
manage this interim position remotely, which does not convince
the staff on site.

DECISION SUSPENDED
FOR SEBASTIEN GALLEYN

As for Sébastien Galleyn, appointed director in November 2025,
he was dismissed by order dated March 4 by the National Ma-
nagement Center for Hospital Practitioners and Hospital Public
Service Management Staff (CNG) for making «discriminatory
remarks» on a social network, which constituted, according to
the administration, «a serious breach of the principles of im-
partiality and neutrality that apply to a civil servant.» In a
summary proceeding, the administrative court suspended this
sanction, considering that its legality warranted further exami-
nation as the dismissal could be «disproportionate» in light of
his professional background. The court will have to rule on the
merits of the case in the coming months, but the suspension of
the sanction allows him to temporarily regain his functions and
income. Nevertheless, it is unlikely that he will reintegrate into
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the Saint-Martin hospital, as the recruitment process for a new
director is still ongoing. Of the dozen applicants, the CNG has
shortlisted five candidates who will be heard by the hospital,
the Community, and the ARS. The latter will have the final say
regarding the final choice, with the other two bodies having only
an advisory opinion; the Community must provide its opinion by
June 25.

REINTEGRATION OF DR. TCHERO

Another thorny issue is that of Dr. Tchero, where the judiciary
has also reversed course. Last February, the administrative court
suspended the ministerial order of November 24, 2025, which
prohibited him from practicing medicine in France. The ministry
did not appeal the decision, unlike the departmental council of
the order of physicians, without, however, justifying this decision
according to the doctor’s counsel, Maitre Mathurin. The criminal
investigation opened by the prosecutor’s office in Basse-Terre for
«forgery and use of forgery» is still ongoing, and the court will
still have to rule on the merits in the coming months to determine
whether the removal was legal or not. In the meantime, the doc-
tor is entitled to practice and can request his reintegration into
the hospital, which he has done discreetly this month.

The hospital has not communicated about his return. His lawyer,
in an SOS Radio interview on Wednesday, expressed confidence
regarding the outcome of the upcoming legal battles, as her
client has been deemed competent by his peers.

Dr. Tchero also spoke, by phone on the radio, confirming that he
has resumed his activity with patients at the hospital since May
18. A.B
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The title of our publication, “Bab El Oued? No, Orient
Bay!" has sparked numerous reactions, and we hear the
criticisms expressed by some readers who perceived it as
stigmatizing or hurtful.

That was not the intention of the newspaper.
The goal of this article was to raise awareness about is-
sues of coastal occupation, development, and regulation
at Orient Bay, a topic that has long been debated on the
island, and not to target any particular community or
origin.

However, we understand that the reference used may
have been misinterpreted or offended some readers,
particularly those attached to the neighborhood of Bab
El Oued and to Algeria.

We regret this as it was an attempt, perhaps clumsily,
to draw an analogy with makeshift camps on the sand.
The underlying debate remains important and deserves
to be addressed calmly, with respect for everyone.

Our goal is not to stigmatize anyone, but to open a dis-
cussion on a very real situation that concerns many resi-
dents and professionals.

Orient Bay remains one of the tourist jewels of Saint Mar-
tin, but issues of occupation, precariousness, develop-
ment,and coastal maintenance can nolonger beignored.
The role of the newspaper is also to show the realities of
the territory, even when they are uncomfortable, in or-
der to feed collective reflection and the solutions to be
found. A.B

Ségoléne Pasquier, President of the Proximity Court of
Saint-Martin and Saint-Barthélemy, wishes to provide
the following clarifications regarding the article pu-
blished on May 26 titled “Drug Trafficking, the Party is
Over™:

“As stated in the Code of Criminal Procedure, offenses, in-
cluding those related to drug trafficking, which were the
subject of the conference on May 21, 2026, at the Proxi-
mity Court of Marigot, are judged by the Criminal Court,
which decides on guilt and penalties in a “collegial” man-
ner, that is to say by 3 professional judges, a president as-
sisted by two assessors, after requisitions from the Public
Prosecutor. These decisions take into account both the
seriousness of the facts and the personal circumstances
of the defendants, in accordance with the provisions
of the Penal Code and the Code of Criminal Procedure
that establish the principle of individualization of penal-
ties. Within the limits set by law, the court determines
the nature, quantum, that is to say the duration of the
penalty, and the regime of the penalties imposed based
on the circumstances of the offense and the personality
of its author as well as their material, family, and social
situation, in accordance with the purposes and functions
of the penalty stated, which aim to sanction the author
of the offense as well as to promote their amendment,
integration, or reintegration.

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Strike announced
at the Territorial Fire
and Rescue Service

The National Union of Autonomous Trade Unions (UNSA) has filed a strike no-
tice effective June 1, after several months of discussions with the authorities of
the Territorial Fire and Rescue Service (STIS) of Saint Martin. The union contests
the conditions under which a tenured agent was removed from their duties.
"Defending one agent is defending all agents.”

ubert Fleming, territorial chief edi-
tor and holder of the Collectivity of
Saint-Martin, has been made available
to the SDIS and then to the STIS since
January 2009, where he holds the position of hu-
man resources and payroll manager. On March
6,2026, an agreement officially outlines his mis-
sion as service manager for a duration of three
years. On March 31, the STIS initiates a proce-
dure to end his assignment. A recruitment pro-
cess is then launched for these same functions,
resulting in the hiring of a contractual agent. For
UNSA, the position is clear: an occupied position
is not a vacant position.
Questions about the regularity of the procedure
UNSA raises several points. The position would
have been declared vacant while the assignment
agreement was still in effect. No formal decision
to end the assignment would have been notified
to the agent, and no document justifying the use
of a contractual agent has been communicated

to the union. The union also denounces numerous
gray areas surrounding the conditions of recruit-
ment for a permanent position, as well as a side-
lining of social dialogue and the contempt shown
towards union alerts. UNSA reminds that the
General Code of Public Service stipulates that a
permanent position is to be filled primarily by a
tenured civil servant. The union also notes that a
previous meeting with the presidency of the Col-
lectivity and that of the STIS had provided ver-
bal assurances excluding any drastic measures
against the agent.

ANOTICE
AFTER SEVERAL MONTHS
OF EFFORTS

UNSA indicates that it has made numerous
contacts over several months: official letters,
meetings with the STIS management, exchanges
with the General Directorate of Services, and
meetings with territorial authorities. Considering
the responses insufficient, the union has filed a
strike notice for June 1, open to all agents who
wish to join the movement. It demands clear and
legally founded administrative responses, the end
of any arbitrary or opaque management, as well
as the securing of the agent’s professional situa-
tion. In its statement, UNSA is explicit: “After
seventeen years of continuous service within the
same structure, no public agent should feel that
their situation can be called into question wit-
hout visibility, without sufficient guarantees, and
without legal security.” S.M

During this roundtable,
discussions were structured around three main

«The symbols» and «The colors.» Questions to
which the present Saint-Martin residents res-
ponded in order to determine the values, images,
and graphic elements they wish to see, or not see,
associated with their identity.
The discussions highlighted the multicul-
turalism of the territory, languages, diver-
sity, hospitality, authenticity, and resilience.
Regarding symbols, participants mentioned the
idea of a tree to represent roots. The colors also
sparked numerous discussions. Blue, for the sea
and sky, yellow, for the sun, and white, for peace,
were widely mentioned.

Other workshops are yet to come to gather the
opinions of the population, on May 29 in Quar-
tier d’Orléans, June 3 in Sandy Ground, and

Following this first
phase, a specifications document will be drafted,
and a creation contest will take place throughout
August. After that, a citizen advisory vote will
occur in October, and the flag is expected to be
officially adopted on December 7, the anniversa-
ry of the referendum that made Saint-Martin an
overseas collectivity.

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La vitrine : Opening scheduled for June 13

The shared boutique, created by the Interprofessional Consular Chamber of Saint Martin (CCISM) in
partnership with the Collectivity, is about to open its doors. The time is for visits before the installation
of the first creators and its inauguration.

|tuated at the corner of Victor Maurasse and Félix
Eboué streets, this new commercial space has been de-
signed as a true incubator for businesses. The concept
is based on a shared space allowing exhibitors to test
their activity in real conditions, launch new products, develop
their customer base, and gain visibility. The spaces are offered
for periods of three to six months, renewable only once, with a
maximum occupancy duration of 18 months to encourage re-
gular turnover of exhibitors. For small artisans or young crea-
tors, this pop-up store represents a real springboard. With af-
fordable rents — between €300 for a counter and €400 for

the largest space, including charges — exhibitors can benefit
from visibility in the city center and test the viability of their
activity before potentially considering opening their own store.
The concept is appealing as the CCISM received about thirty ap-
plications. In the end, seven creators were selected and will share
the two interconnected spaces of the store for varying durations
according to the exhibitors: Tak Moonik (lambis jewelry), Mille
et une choses (plus-size clothing), So Chic Cherry (bags and ac-
cessories), Lovey Candle (candles and scents), Kellzmerch (stain-
less steel jewelry), Sparkles Cosmetics (beauty and makeup pro-
ducts), and Soualiga Slangs (cultural accessories and objects).
They discovered the venue last Wednesday during a visit orga-
nized by the CCISM.

A second visit is scheduled for this Friday, May 29, from 11
AM to 1 PM for anyone who would like to discover the place
and submit their application for 2027, as the showcase is
already fully booked until next January. It will officially open
its doors on June 12, ahead of an inauguration scheduled for
June 13 during the Spot Light event, a fitting return since the
idea for this concept emerged at the same time. The realization
of the project took a little longer, but «La Vitrine» is now be-
coming a reality. The venue will be animated daily by the arti-
sans and creators of the island, from Monday to Saturday,
from 10 AM to 6 PM, like all the businesses in the city center.

Among
them, seven were from Saint-Martin, a point of pride for the local
PSG Academy.“*Our little island was able to shine a light on itself
and show what it is capable of when attention and resources are
given to its youth,” emphasizes Jocelyn Jermin, local coordinator
of the PSG Academy in Saint-Martin.
